D.1 PACKAGING AND MARKING 
 
(a) Packaging and Marking 
 
 1. The Contractor shall ensure that all items are 
preserved, packaged, packed and marked in accordance with best 
commercial practices to meet the packing requirements of the 
carrier and to ensure safe and timely delivery at the intended 
destination. 
 

2. All containers, data, and correspondence submitted to 
the Ordering Contracting Officer (OCO), or site Contracting 
Officer's Representative (COR) shall comply with the following as 
identified in the individual orders.  Exterior shipping 
containers and items not shipped in containers shall be clearly 
marked on an external surface as follows: 

a. Name of Contractor 
b. Contract number and order number 
c. Itemized list of contents including quantity and CLIN 
d. Consignee’s name, title, addresses and telephone number 
e. Package number of multiple packages (e.g., 1 of 5, 2 of 
5 etc.)
